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NYSTA WESTERN REGIONAL CONFERENCE

TO BE HELD IN BUFFALO

BUFFALO, NY – The New York State Turfgrass Association (NYSTA), in cooperation with Cornell Cooperative Extension, will hold its 2003 Western Regional Conference on March 10, 2003 at the Radisson Hotel & Suites in Buffalo, New York.  The New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) has awarded 7.75 recertification credits for this conference.  This program has also been awarded .55 Professional Development Units (PDUs) by the Golf Course Superintendents Association of America (GCSAA).

Show registration begins at 7 a.m. and morning sessions are scheduled to start at 7:30 a.m.  The morning general session will include current and proposed applicator regulations presented by Edward Hanbach and Michael Nierenberg with the NYS Department of Environmental Conservation.  Dr. Frank Rossi, New York Extension Turfgrass specialist and Assistant Professor of Turfgrass Science at Cornell University, will discuss managing turf with fewer pesticides.  He will also speak on lawn care and water quality as well as grasses and varietal selection during the “Build Your Skills” segments of the program.

Dr. Patricia Vittum, Professor of Entomology at the University of Massachusetts, will discuss golf turf insects.  Dr. Norman Hummel, president of Hummel & Co., a soil testing and turfgrass consulting business, will present the Sports Turf program focusing on the influence of soil compaction on drainage.  Other topics throughout the day include, “Insect ID and Control Strategies for Ornamentals,” “Golf Course Remodeling and Renovation,” “Dealing with Extreme Wear Areas,” and “Site Selection and Assessment for Woody Ornamentals.”  Sessions are scheduled to conclude at 3:30 p.m.
