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NYSTA CELEBRATES 29TH ANNUAL

NYGCOA, a first time Turf and Grounds Exposition partner, will offer programs specific to the needs of golf course owners.  Golf course owners will be offered programs relating to efficient business operations, client services and play development.  

The trade show, featuring 315 exhibitor booths, is expected to draw over 1,700 attendees.   Attendees will have numerous opportunities to network at a variety of meetings and events scheduled throughout the three-day conference.  Planned activities include an awards ceremony, a silent auction, prizes for the best exhibitor booths and a turf bowl student competition designed to test their knowledge of turfgrass.
