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NYSTA AWARDS SCHOLARSHIPS

AT 2003 TURF & GROUNDS EXPOSITION

ROCHESTER, NY – The New York State Turfgrass Association (NYSTA) presented scholarships to talented students at the 28th Annual Turf & Grounds Exposition held November 4-6, 2003 in Rochester, New York.  Students enrolled in accredited turf management programs are eligible to receive these scholarships.


The winner of the $1,200 John Cornman Scholarship was awarded to Brian Eddy - SUNY Delhi.  This scholarship was founded in the name of John Farnsworth Cornman, one of the founders of the New York State Turfgrass Association, and a former Professor of Ornamental Horticulture at Cornell University.  In addition, New York State Turfgrass Scholarships in the amount of $1,000 were awarded to Jonathan Bechy and Timothy Clarke.  This scholarship, in the amount of $750, was also awarded to SUNY Delhi student, Eric Harget. 


Winners of the $1,000 S.V. Moffett III Scholarships were Paul Riley – SUNY Delhi and Eric Gigliotti – Cornell University.  This scholarship was named in honor of Stephen V. Moffett, III, who led the S.V. Moffett Company’s turf and irrigation equipment business through unprecedented growth from 1982 until his untimely passing in 1996.  He was also a member of the NYSTA Board of Directors and a Trade Show Chairman. 


The $1000 Peter P. Hahn Scholarship was awarded to Kenneth LaMonte, Jr. – SUNY Delhi, and SUNY Cobleskill student, Brett Scales.  This scholarship was named in honor of Peter P. Hahn, former Vice President of NYSTA.  Each year, a golf tournament is held in his name and the proceeds are awarded to the scholarship winners.  


NYSTA’s scholarship program was developed to support the education of students and thereby ensure the future growth and development of the turfgrass industry.
