Additional golf turf presenters include Dr. Pat Vittum – University of Massachusetts, as well as Dr. James Baird and James Skorulski, agronomists with the United States Golf Association, Green Section.  Sessions covering sports turf topics will be presented by Robert Sanderson, grounds and landscape manager with Nazareth College and John Andrew Fik, CGM/CSFM, with Sodexho Campus Services, Hobart & Williams Smith Colleges.  Lynn Braband with the NYS IPM Program at Cornell University and Allan Gosser, USDA, APHIS, Wildlife Service, will present issues related to school IPM.  Attendees will have an opportunity to visit the trade show during breaks and lunch.
