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VARIETY OF EVENTS PLANNED FOR THE 

2006 EMPIRE STATE GREEN INDUSTRY SHOW


The 2006 Empire State Green Industry Show, Growing Together, will again take place at the Rochester Riverside Convention Center on November 14-16, 2006.  This show, which is produced in partnership with Cornell University, combines the conferences and trade shows of the New York State Turfgrass Association (NYSTA), New York State Nursery/Landscape Association (NYSN/LA), New York State Arborists - ISA Chapter, Inc. (NYSA), and New York Flower Industries (NYSFI) and is endorsed by seven state associations.  The 2005 show proved to be a very successful event, attracting 2,000 attendees and 300 exhibitors representing a variety of related professions including golf and sports turf, nursery, greenhouse growers, lawn/landscape, grounds maintenance, arborists, sales/manufacturing and parks/recreation.

The 2006 Empire State Green Industry Show will provide excellent opportunities for green industry professionals to network, obtain research updates, earn pesticide recertification and education credits, and visit the trade show.  This year’s show will offer 49.75 New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) credits, 53 Certified Nursery/Landscape Professional (CNLP) credits, 41.5 International Society of Arboriculture (ISA) Certified Education Units (CEU’s), 1.7 Sports Turf Manager’s Association CEU’s, and 1.9 Golf Course Superintendents Association of America (GCSAA) education points.  The Golf Course Superintendents Association will also be offering a one-day GCSAA education seminar at the show on Tuesday, November 14, 2006.   

Key speakers representing all segments of the green industry will be featured this year.  David Oatis, Director of the USGA Green Section - Northeast Region, will review the Northeast Region 2006 season and the impact of the challenges faced by golf course superintendents.   Kevin Trotta, Head Groundskeeper with the North Rockland Central School District, will give a presentation on how to manage sports turf and protect the environment.  Daniel Gilrein, Extension Entomologist with Cornell Cooperative Extension of Suffolk County, will discuss the principles of Integrated Pest Management and the benefits of using organic and reduced-risk pesticides in the landscape.  Harvey Lang, Ph.D., Director of Technical Support with Fischer USA, will give tips on how to produce great looking vegetative spring crops.  Debbie Miller, Diagnostician/Research Associate with
Davey Tree Expert Company, will give advice on how to maintain healthy trees and address common environmental and cultural problems in the landscape.  


Additional education session topics include golf turf, sports turf, turf and landscape, arboriculture, floriculture, school and sports IPM, nursery and landscape management, sprayer technology, skill building, and

regulatory updates.  The popular Cornell Town Hall Meetings are also slated where professors and speakers from Cornell University will be available to answer questions regarding turfgrass, floriculture and arboriculture.  


The trade show will kick-off at 8:00 am on Wednesday, November 15 and conclude at 2:00 pm on Thursday, November 16.  Green industry products and services will be represented by a wide range of equipment and product manufacturers, and distributors.  Anyone interested in purchasing green industry equipment, products or services related to nursery, landscape, turf or flower industries should attend the trade show.  The price of a trade show pass has been reduced since last year from $40 to $20.  In addition, companies who buy three trade show passes get a fourth pass free and the trade show pass now provides access on Wednesday and/or Thursday.  Water garden and paving stone installation, and spraying equipment demonstrations will take place at the trade show.  Booth space is still available for those interested in exhibiting and an exhibitor list can be provided to those interested in attending the trade show.   


Many other activities are planned for this year’s Empire State Green Industry Show.  The Certified Nursery/Landscape Professional Exam will be offered on Tuesday, November 14.  A SUNY Cobleskill alumni gathering will also be held on Tuesday evening.  NYSA will hold their annual live auction to support the Tree Fund at 5:30 pm on Wednesday, November 15, just outside the trade show area.  The Tree Fund supports tree research throughout the world.  On Thursday, November 16 from 9:45 – 1:30 pm, a bus tour of local garden centers will include The Garden Factory, Gro-More Farm, and Grossman’s Nursery.  In addition, NYSA and NYSN/LA will hold their annual award dinners, NYSTA will host their new member orientation, and the Sports Turf Manager’s of New York has scheduled their annual meeting. 

Student activities include “Exploring Careers in the Green Industry,” which will give student’s the opportunity to learn more about green industry professions and the Turf Bowl student competition.
