SUNY Delhi Offers “Advanced Turf Equipment Technician School” in January
Delhi, NY – SUNY Delhi, in cooperation with the New York State Turfgrass Association , will offer a four-day Advanced Turf Equipment Technician School on the college campus from January 8-11, 2007.

Participants will receive four full days of training in two courses from 8:30 am to 4:00 pm, and will gain hands-on experience from experienced SUNY Delhi faculty.


The first course, Basic and Specialized Welding Techniques, will be presented by Gerald Scheck, assistant professor. The will instruct on the fundamentals of welding, including safe set-up and operation of oxyacetylene welding and cutting equipment, gas metal arc welding, gas tungsten arc welding, and shielded metal arc welding. The course will focus on the repair of light gauge sheet metal parts, including steel and aluminum, which are typically found on turf equipment.


The second course, Troubleshooting Turf Equip0ment Electrical Systems, will be presented by Steven Tait, assistant professor. He will instruct on turf electrical systems, including starting and changing systems. Participants will be taught how to use a Digital Multi-Meter for troubleshooting turf equipment electrical systems.


All participants are required to bring appropriate shop clothing, safety glasses, welding helmet and gloves, and meter. Registration fee is $395, which excludes lodging and meals. Payment must be made by December 15, 2006. A cancellation fee of $100 per person will be charged after December 15, 2006. No refunds available after December 29, 2006.
