AT THE EMPIRE STATE GREEN INDUSTRY SHOW

A wide variety of recertification credits will be available including 42.25 New York State Department of Environmental Conservation recertification credits, 1.80 Sports Turf Managers Association Certified Education Units, 1.85 Golf Course Superintendents Association of America Education Points, 27.50 International Society of Arboriculture Certified Education Units, and 42 Certified Nursery/Landscape Professional credits.  

A round table luncheon will take place on Tuesday, November 13 from 11:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.  Participants can choose from a variety of pertinent discussion topics and exchange ideas with their colleagues. The Empire State Green Industry Show offers one-stop shopping with a trade show that features over 200 vendors. The International Society of Arboriculture (ISA) exam will be held on Tuesday, November 13, from 1:00 to 4:00 p.m.  New York State Arborist members are invited to attend a business meeting on Wednesday at 5:30 p.m. at the Hyatt Regency Hotel.  This will be immediately followed by the NYSA Live Tree Fund Auction, which supports tree research throughout the world.  


  The New York State Turfgrass Association new member orientation is scheduled for Wednesday at 9:15 a.m., where refreshments will be served.  This will be followed by the NYSTA Turf Bowl competition, from 10 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., which tests student knowledge of turfgrass. The New York State Flower Industries Annual Meeting will be held on Wednesday, November 14, from 6:00 – 8:00 p.m., where hors d’oeuvres will be served.  Other flower industry highlights include speaker, Paul Pilon, owner of Perennial Solutions Consulting, who will review the use of insecticides, fungicides and plant growth regulators on perennials.  He will also offer suggestions to help growers improve the production of perennials.  In addition, a floriculture question and answer session with professors and speakers from Cornell University has been scheduled for Wednesday, November 14, from 4:45 - 5:30 p.m.


On Wednesday morning, a tour of the trade show will be given to those interested in exploring careers in the green industry.  Students, teachers, and guidance counselors are welcome to attend.  For employers with openings to fill or attendees looking for employment, a job board will be available to post employment descriptions.
