NYSTA Adirondack Regional Conference Wrap-Up

The Adirondack Regional Conference was held on March 25, 2008, at the Crowne Plaza Resort and Golf Club in Lake Placid, New York.  The conference attracted 164 attendees and 23 exhibit booths.  According to Conference Co-chair, Laurie Griffen, “This is a record number of attendees and exhibitors for the Adirondack Regional Conference. Turf professionals from many regions of New York and Vermont attend this conference because of its stellar education program, considerable vendor opportunities and beautiful location.”

Highlights from this year include an introduction to TracTurf Software by Jennifer Grant, Ph.D., with the IPM Program at Cornell University.  Members will receive TracTurf to assist with pest management tracking and reporting requirements.  In addition, Daniel Peck, Ph.D., Assistant Professor of Cornell’s Entomology Department, gave an update on the insects to be aware of in the coming year. He also gave tips on improving grub control practices.

Joann Gruttadaurio, former Senior Extension Associate at Cornell University, presented a sports field maintenance session based on the new NYSTA funded sports turf manual.  “Sports Field Management,” written by Gruttadaurio, is a management guide for scholastic and community high-use sports fields.  It provides valuable information on how to maintain safe sports fields to maximize player safety and performance.  NYSTA members, involved with sports turf management, received a copy of the book in early April.
