There is no fee charged to farmers and owners of former farms.  For other participants, no charge for the disposal of 100lbs or less of pesticides with a nominal fee for each pound over this amount and for non-pesticides. DIRECTIONS:

Westchester County Cooperative Extension:

Parking at 26 Legion Drive is limited during regular office hours. Parking is available on Commerce Street at the entrance to Kensico Cemetery, .10 mile west of CCE on Legion Drive. 

From Bronx River Parkway in Valhalla, turn toward the Village at traffic light opposite railroad station. Turn left onto Broadway and left again onto Legion Drive (fire house is on the right) to cross over the Bronx River Parkway. The first driveway on the left leads up to our "L"-shaped red brick-front building at 26 Legion Drive. 

Traveling West on 287 toward Tappan Zee Bridge, take Exit 5. Turn right onto Hillside Avenue (Route 100), pass Virginia Road and Shell gasoline station (approximately 1.7 miles). Turn right onto Legion Drive. CCE is on the right at foot of hill (.4 miles) opposite American Legion Hall. 

Route 22, Exit to Kensico Dam, Valhalla. Travel through the Village of Valhalla and turn left at fire house onto Legion Drive. The first driveway on the left leads to our building. 

Traveling East on 287, take Exit 4, turn left onto Knollwood Road (Route 100-A). Travel north (approximately .3 miles) to Old Tarrytown Road traffic light (.7 miles). Turn right onto Old Tarrytown Road. At next traffic light turn left onto Hillside Avenue (Route 100). Pass Virginia Road and Shell gasoline station (approximately 1.7 miles). Turn right onto Legion Drive. CCE is on the right at the foot of the hill (.4 miles) opposite American Legion Hall. 

Parking is limited. Additional parking is available at Kensico Cemetery, .10 mile west of CCE on Legion Drive.

Orange County Cooperative Extension:

From Route 84: Exit 3 West onto 17M, at 2nd traffic light make left onto County Route 78 (Wiedy’s Furniture is on the corner). Stay on County Route 78 through 2 lights to entrance to Community Campus on the right.

*Make right onto campus at Egerton Avenue, left onto Dorothea Dix Drive, then first right onto Ashley Avenue. Follow road until it comes to a “T” – make left onto Seward Avenue. Drive approximately 500 ft. and turn left onto parking lot for 18 Seward Avenue. (You will see Cornell Cooperative Extension Orange County listed on the sign. Enter through front door, use elevator or stairs to our offices on the third floor.)

From Route 17W: Exit 123 onto 17M for 5.7 miles, left onto Country Route 78 (the former Wiedy’s Furniture is on the corner). Stay on County Route 78 through 2 lights to entrance to Community Campus on the right. * See above.

From Route 17E:  Exit 120 to Route 211 West. Go 2.9 miles and turn right onto Mohagen Avenue. Follow direction from Route 211 (see below).

From Route 211 West: Turn right a light onto Mohagen Avenue (Continuation of Route 211 West). Make 3rd left-hand turn onto Community Campus (Gino’s Deli is on the right). Bear right onto Seward Avenue and make immediate right turn into parking lot for 18 Seward Avenue. (You will see Cornell Cooperative Extension Orange County listed on the sign. Enter through front door, use elevator or stairs to our offices on the third floor.)
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
